DACSL Tournament Rules 2011
1. All church teams are eligible to enter. Two pickup players are allowed. A pickup is a player who are not eligible to be on your team roster.
2. ASA slow-pitch softball rules will prevail except as changed by these rules and the DACSL league bylaws.

3. The relevant DACSL bylaw rules are:

a. Players, male or female, must be at least 12 years old.

b. The bat rule is basically “single-wall, noncomposite, must be ASA2004 approved.” See our bylaws for the official wording. 

c. A forfeit is recorded if a team cannot field at least eight players within five minutes of start time. A team playing with eight players must maintain nine slots in the batting order and take an out when the open slot bats. Teams may build to ten players during a game.
d. Home team leads in prayer at the plate before each game.

e. Mercy rule of 10 runs after five innings or 15 runs after 4 innings. New for this year--must be at the end of an inning except when the home team is ahead. 
f. Both an EP and a DH are allowed. Use of either or both should be announced to the umpire and opposing team before the game starts. See bylaws for details.
g. No player may play for more than one team during the tournament.

h. Batters start with a 1 ball, 1 strike count, no courtesy foul.
i. Pitching arc is 6 to 12 feet.

j. No base stealing.

k. No metal cleats.
l. No jewelry except for wedding bands. 

m. No profanity, tobacco, or alcohol allowed. Christian conduct required.

4. A courtesy runner may be used no more than once per inning per team. The runner must be substituted for the batter immediately after the batter’s at-bat. The courtesy runner must be a bench player or a defensive-only player (one for whom a DH is being used) if such a player is available. If no such player is available then the player closest in the lineup, working backwards from the batter, for whom an out is recorded at the time of the substitution becomes the courtesy runner. 
5. Balls will be provided, Decker or Legacy .44 cor., 375 compression, in optic yellow.

6. Plate umpires are in charge of enforcing these rules within games. They will decide the penalties for infractions (exception: see rule 7 below). Appeals may be made outside a game to the tournament director.

7. The penalty for discovery of an illegal bat in use by a team, even on first offense, is forfeit of the game. “In use” means that the bat has appeared in the batter’s box. The discovery must take place before the next batter receives a pitch. 
8. Seeding strategy for the playoff is according to the following criteria in the order listed.

a. Win/Loss record

b. Head to head

c. Sum of run differentials for all games played.
d. Coin toss

9. In pool games, winner of a coin toss gets choice of home or away team. In the playoff, higher seed gets choice.

10. Tournament headquarters will be at Armstrong 1 field (Marietta).
11. When your pool has finished all its games, please report the scores to me (John Grosh) as quickly as possible, either by carrying the scores to the Armstrong field or calling my cell phone (799-9550).

12. Teams are required to supply base umpires as assigned in the playing schedule. Failure to do so could result in an additional charge for the tournament.
